WHAT: Riddled with land mines, lined by barbed-wire fences and patrolled by 
armies, Koreaôs Demilitarized Zone (DMZ) has remained off limits to humans 
since the end of the Korean War nearly 56 years ago.  Today, the 155-mile-
long DMZ represents the largest undisturbed ecosystem left on the Korean 
peninsula and is home to rare and endangered species including Red-crowned 
and White-napped Cranes, Black-faced Spoonbill, Black Vultures, Amur Goral, 
Asiatic Black Bear, Amur Leopard, and potentially even the Siberian Tiger.  
Conservation and policy experts will discuss how to conserve the area as a 
trans-boundary nature and peace park and ways to commemorate all the fallen 
soldiers and civilians of the Korean War for past and future generations.
